In May they became County cham-

pions in an awards evening held at the 

Prostar Stadium, Shrewsbury attended by 

schools from all over Shropshire.  Last 

week, the winning company went to Bir-

mingham University to compete against 

teams from Staffordshire, Hereford & 

Worcestershire, Birmingham & Solihull, 

the Black Country and Coventry & War-

wickshire.

For the regional competition, the Young 

Enterprise companies were required to 

produce a fifteen second commercial for 

their business.  The Idsall pupils were 

judged to have produced the most origi-

nal and effective advertisement and won 

the óNew Media Awardô.  The commer-

cial is now one of six which will be 

judged for the national award. 

 

During the awards evening held in the 

Great Hall of Birmingham University, 

the Year 10 pupils who make up the óFair 

Bagsô company had the daunting task of 

making a presentation to an audience of 

top business people from the Midlands 

and a panel of judges.  The team acquit-

ted themselves extremely well but were 

edged out by strong competition for the 

award of Best Company.

On the afternoon of 28th May eighty three pu-

pils, ten staff members and two 

buses departed from Idsallôs car 

park at four oôclock for the long 

journey to Prague.   

  

As the two coaches came closer 

to Dover, we began to realise 

that we had missed the ferry by 

about ten minutes! But this did 

not bother us as we now had the 

time to go to stop off  for re-

freshments. 

  

When we finally got on the 

ferry at around midnight every-

one was beginning to feel tired 

after the six hour bus ride be-

fore we reached Dover. But 

before long we began to see the 

lights from Calais in France.  

  

All pupils and staff then had the 

tough job of trying to get to 

sleep; this was nearly impossi-

ble as by the time that you got 

comfy the person next to you had moved 

or your backside became numb!  

  

We arrived in Prague at five oôclock the 

following afternoon. We actually gained 

some time from travelling through Ger-

many.  We were staying at the Hotel 

Slavia which was about fifteen minutes 

away from the main centre of Prague on 

the tram.  The complex was amazing - it 

had two full sized astroturfs, a dance 

studio, tennis courts, a netball court, an 

outdoor swimming pool and lots more. 

The hotel itself had schools from all 

across the world; there were stu-

dents staying from Poland, Den-

mark and the Netherlands. 

  

In the morning of our first full 

day all of the netball team went 

for a whole dayôs coaching with 

an ex-England netballer, Fran. 

Meanwhile the dancers first saw 

the dance studio which was based 

in the sporting complex next to 

the hotelðthey had a very tal-

ented coach from Birmingham 

called John. Both the girls and boys football 

teams trained in the mornings and had matches 

in the late afternoons. All of the 

tennis players had a week of in-

tensive coaching provided by Mr 

Gillespie.   

  

Prague is a very classical capital 

with many historic buildings.  It is 

also a very religious city and you 

can see this from the many statues 

placed on the bridges and the 

monuments scattered around the 

city. 

   

Throughout the whole tour all of 

the meal times were spent to-

gether in the main dining room 

unless there was a fixture on at 

the same time. The food was 

really good, particularly in terms 

of the amount of choices that we 

were offered.  

  

One of the pinnacles of the trip 

was to a water park just outside of 

Prague. It had eight slides and, 

best of all, rapids that caused lots of 

bruises, but it was worth it as it was such a 

thrill!  

  

We were all very sad to leave Prague but 

really wanted to get home. The journey 

seemed to take less time but this was 

mainly to the fact that we were so tired.  

There was only one fault with the journey 

back as we had to get the half past five in 

the morning ferry! But this meant that we 

got home quicker. 

  

We got back to Idsall at a quarter to eleven 

the next day, stepping off the bus 

with our óI love Prague t-shirtsô 

and the boys with huge bags of 

sweets. We got to see our parents 

and go home for some well earned 

sleep. 

  

On the behalf of all the children 

on the Prague sports tour I would 

like to thank all the staff and 

coaches who all put large amounts 

of effort into enabling us to have a 

truly amazing time and for the 

great memories that we will remember forever.

Every 

section offers something differ-

ent - that's the fun of it! Pupils 

enjoy loads of new experiences, 

discover talents, challenge them-

selves and do things they love and 

get a kick out of.

Achieving an award will give pu-

pils skills, confidence and a view
